Through growth with fun filled family events, and the loss of some ground due to the exciting new expansion of the Worthington Fire Hall, the KTD Board has looked at options of moving to different areas of downtown or to move some events to other parts of town. The decision, after lengthy meetings, search committees, meetings with City Officials as well as numerous KTD supporters and sponsors, has led to the KTD Board deciding to move some events to The Nobles County Fairgrounds. 

These events include the largely expanding KCBS Smoking Gobbler BBQ Cook off, an exciting Midway of rides and games for the family, The KTD Beer Garden, The KTD Ping Pong Ball Drop, The Turkey Day Fowl Play Games, and several proposed vendor events and more. 

Food vendors will have options to be at either/or both, the downtown or fairgrounds based events. 

The Fairgrounds location was chosen for these specific events because of its easy access to the entire community and surrounding residents from visiting communities. It’s close proximity to the cities largest location of expanding retail business off of Ryan’s Road and Oxford Street, and to simply be able to house many events in one place with ample parking for everyone.
